Evaluation criteria
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Economic contributions: e.g., importance and breadth of penetration of the
technology, process or concept, including the number of industries/sectors
benefited; U.S. job creation/wages; contribution to U.S. economic growth

Environmental contributions: e.g., environmental stewardship; global climate
change; biodiversity; sustainable development

Social well-being contributions: e.g., U.S. global prestige and leadership; human
health; safety and security; social cohesiveness; greater personal time and leisure
activities

Development of technological workforce: Economic (e.g., increasing workforce
due to market demands or rapid development of education to meet demands) or
Social Well-Being (e.g., increasing diversity)

Challenges faced and overcome: technological, commercial, competitive, societal,
and time
