Trademark basics

• Trademark
– Identifies the source of goods and services.
– Distinguishes them from the goods and services 

of another party.
– Provides legal protection for a brand.

It does not give you exclusive rights to the word or phrase in general.
It only gives you exclusive rights to the word or phrase when you’re using it as a brand for your particular goods or services.



Trademark basics

• Remember:
– You are not “buying” a trademark.
– Not every trademark is registrable.
– Filing fees are not refundable.

The mission of the USPTO is to register any mark that is eligible for registration.

You are not “buying” a trademark, only applying to seek federal registration, with no guarantee.

Likelihood of confusion

• Concept:
– Avoid confusing consumers about the source of 

the goods and services.
• Test:

– Are the trademarks confusingly similar?
and
– Are the goods and/or services related?

Marks are similar.
Look alike; sound alike; have similar meanings; and/or create similar commercial impressions.
Goods and services are related.
Consumers mistakenly believe the goods and services come from the same source.

Identical trademarks may co-exist in the marketplace if the goods and/or services are not related.

BE AWARE: The fact that goods and services are in different classes does not overcome likelihood of confusion. The refusal is based on evidence, not classes.

DOVE for “soap” and DOVE for “ice cream bar”
DELTA for “faucets” and DELTA for “air transportation services”




Likelihood of confusion refusal

• Examining attorney issues refusal if:
– The trademark in the application is confusingly 

similar with a registered trademark.
and
– The goods and/or services in both the 

application and the registration are related.

The statutory basis for refusing to register any mark where a likelihood of confusion exists is Section 2(d) of the Trademark Act.

If the cited trademark is still in the application phase (and not yet registered), the examining attorney will suspend the new application.

BE AWARE: The fact that goods and services are in different classes does not overcome likelihood of confusion. The refusal is based on evidence, not classes.

For example, clothing (25) is most likely related to:
Jewelry (14)
Hand bags (18)
Retail store services featuring clothing (35)

While searching is complicated, you should always at least try to perform a search in our database before considering hiring a private trademark attorney or search firm. Why? Because even though a search that is perhaps not well crafted  uncovers so much as one result that indicates a party is already using a similar mark for related goods and services, that would be enough to tell you that you should consider adopting a different mark. Was it a great search that uncovered all possible results? Maybe not---but again, just finding one “bad” result should steer you in the direction of possibly adopting a different mark. That is putting on the smart business hat---making the sometimes difficult decision to change to a different mark now, to avoid possible problems later on.

You can also hire a search firm, but be aware that the search firm will only give you results. It will not help you analyze them. You will then need to go through the results on your own to determine if there is a likelihood of confusion.

The USPTO database is free to search and is a available 24/7, unless maintenance activity is being performed.

A reminder that the USPTO database consists only of information related to registrations and applications. It will not display any marks for which only common law rights exists. This is why the internet must also be searched, using the same analysis; i.e., is any party using a similar mark for related goods and/or services. If a “hit” is uncovered, then more research is needed to determine which party used the mark first. The earlier user will always have superior rights.

Note that in the USPTO database a status indicator appears, either “live” or “dead.” Under the trademark statute, only a “live” registration will be used as a basis for refusal. However, it is important to determine whether, although “dead” within the USPTO database, whether the party is still using the mark, and therefore able to claim common law rights. E.g., it is possible that the mark was canceled simply because a USPTO filing deadline was inadvertently missed.

This is what the user interface looks like. Trademark search is a search engine. Much like Google allows you to search the web, trademark search allows you to search our database.

Trademark search allows you to conduct two main types of searches:
Word mark
Combined word and design mark

Regardless of which option you choose, you’re still pulling from the same database.

So, even if you do a basic Wordmark search, your results will include marks with designs and standard character marks.

You do this by triggering something called “regular expression” searching.
Add forward slashes on either side of your search term.
Add a period and asterisk (“dot star”) between each forward slash and the search term.

A “dot star” tells TESS the system look in infinite directions on either side of your mark.
Helps you find compound words.
Helps you find run-together phrases that contain your mark.

Remember: The test boils down to the similarity of trademarks, not whether they’re exactly the same.
There is no correct pronunciation of a trademark.
This is not like a domain name registry where the addition of punctuation or taking out a letter or some other small thing makes a guaranteed difference.

Not a guarantee of clearance
Refusal is based on relatedness, not class number
But it may be helpful if there are a lot of hits or the goods or services are very specific

When narrowing by class for goods, use the IC:(xxx 035 042 a b 200) formula.
This adds in the highly related retail services in 35, as well as the retail services that used to be in 42 when it was the miscellaneous services class.

Narrowing to goods and services runs the risk of missing potential cites.
If you only search for “t-shirts” and the registrant has “shirts” or “tops,” you will miss it.

You can use pattern matching and some truncation in the GS: field, though.
GS:/sh[io]rts/ will return shirts and shorts

Scams
The trademark industry is no different than any other industry. There are scammers trying to take advantage of you.
Check out the top 10 things you can do to protect your trademark application or registration.

Filing firms
These companies try to draw you in by advertising low costs to file and guaranteed registration. Neither of these are true.
As we discussed earlier, the fees to file are (currently) $250/$350 per international class.
No one can guarantee registration.

Solicitations
Remember: everything you file with the USPTO becomes public. Private companies scrape this public information and then use it to send you solicitations. Although some solicitations are for legitimate services, many are scams trying to convince you that you need to pay 4000 Euros or something.
For example, solicitation from “Patent and Trademark Office, Washington, DC” (whereas the official agency is the United States Patent and Trademark Office, Alexandria, VA).
Because the USPTO has no affiliation with the parties sending these notices, we are unable to assist in getting any money back. So always ask first rather than paying first and then questioning whether this was legitimate. I.e., contact the Trademark Assistance Center (1-800-786-9199) for more information. Note that the USPTO has no enforcement authority regarding these matters.
Use Trademark Status and Document Retrieval (TSDR) on uspto.gov to see whether we actually sent you the notice. The “Documents” tab of TSDR will display all outgoing and incoming exchanges for your application or registration. A solicitation from another party will never appear there, which helps highlight it is not from the USPTO.
If you want to avoid getting these solicitations, you might want to consider hiring an attorney to assist you. In addition to fending off solicitations, attorneys can help you search, file, register, and enforce your trademark.
